PHO 1013
Application of Computers to Photography
An introduction to page layout and digital imaging 
utilizing the Macintosh computer. Through lecture 
and projects students learn the underlying principles 
of basic design with text and photographs along with 
basic digital image capture, adjustments and manipula-
tion. Theory/Lab.  

PHO 1113
Fundamentals of Photography
Basic camera operation including shutter speed, 
aperture, and their relation to exposure, types of þlms 
and cameras, basic lighting and composition. Theory.  
Corequisite: PHO 1123.

PHO 1123
Darkroom I
Principles of black and white processing. Also an 
introduction to the use of darkroom equipment.  
Theory/Lab. Corequisite: PHO 1113.

PHO 1213
Darkroom II
Covers principles and application of color photograph-
ic processing, using both negative and transparency 
materials. Theory/Lab. Prerequisites: PHO 1113,  
PHO 1123. Corequisite: PHO 1223.

PHO 1223
Color Processes and Materials
Explore the use of color þlms to produce color pho-
tographs and transparencies. Students also study light 
and þltration. Theory/Lab. Corequisite: PHO 1213.

PHO 1313
Studio I
Topics include controlled light environment, electronic 
ÿash, incandescent lighting, special emphasis lighting, 
and natural light. An introduction to view camera and 
large format þlms is also given. Theory/Lab. Prerequi-
sites: PHO 1213, PHO 1223.

PHO 1323
Advanced Black and White Photography
Theory and application in advanced black and white 
photography using both archival and resin coated 
processes and materials. Proper procedures for 
obtaining the maximum image quality from black and 
white þlms and papers will be explored. Theory/Lab.  
Prerequisites: PHO 1113, PHO 1123, or department 
head permission.

PHO 1353
Photojournalism
Covers the topics of equipment, manipulation of 
photographic processes, adapting photographic skills 
to publication requirements, deadline and assign-
ments, and simple feature to complex photo essays.  
Theory/Lab. Prerequisites: PHO 1223 or department 
head permission.

PHO 2090
Special Projects
This course provides and individual study under the 
supervision of an instructor with credit hours to be 
determined by the complexity of the project. Projects 
may be undertaken in any area of photography. Theo-
ry/Lab. Prerequisite: department head permission.

PHO 2313
Digital Photography
Introduces students to the processes and procedures of 
digital photography. Students work with scanners and 
digital cameras to input images into the digital envi-
ronment. Utilizing Adobe PhotoShop and other image 
manipulation tools, students learn how to enhance, 
size, and alter photographs while preparing them for 
output. Special consideration is given to understanding 
the digital photographerõs workÿow, including digital 
þle types. Theory/Lab. Prerequisite: PHO 1013 or 
division chair permission.

PHO 2413
Studio II
This course covers advanced lighting techniques 
including portraiture, product and lighting for dif-
ferent surfaces using a variety of þlm and camera 
formats. Students cover the American Society of 
Media Photographers professional business practices. 
A combination of traditional þlm-based and digital 
capture assignments provides in-depth experience. 
Theory/Lab. Prerequisites: PHO 1313, PHO 2313 or 
department head permission.

PHO 2423
Portrait Photography
This course includes advanced studio and location 
photography including special lighting, posing people, 
communication techniques, equipment demands and 
restrictions. A combination of traditional þlm-based 
and digital capture assignments provides in-depth 
experience. Theory/Lab. Prerequisites: PHO 1313,  
PHO 2313 or department head permission.

PHO 2453
Advanced Digital Photography
This course builds on the techniques and processes 
learned in Digital Photography. Students learn 
advanced digital camera techniques, color correction, 
prepress processes and digital workÿow. Special em-
phasis will be placed on image scanning and output, 
image enhancement, þle preparation, special effects 
and þle manipulation. Theory/Lab. Prerequisites:  
PHO 2313.

PHO 2513
Editorial Portraiture
This course covers advanced applications of studio 
and location portrait techniques with emphasis on 
personal expression and subject matter exploration. 
Students work with different types of þlm and light-
ing with emphasis on producing images suitable for 
publication. A combination of traditional þlm-based 
and digital capture assignments provides in-depth 
experience. Theory/Lab. Prerequisite:  PHO 2423 or 
department head permission.

PHO 2523
Photographic Design
This course explores aesthetic considerations and com-
munication methods used in effective graphic design 
with advanced cameras, studio and location techniques 
to produce problem-solving photographic illustrations.  
Theory/Lab. Prerequisite: PHO 1213 or department 
head permission.

PHO 2696
Photography Capstone
This course is the culmination of the photography 
program of study. Students will create hypothetical 
and live assignments that incorporate all of the learn-
ing objectives. A portfolio of work produced will be 
required for job preparation and real job interviewing. 
Post-tests will be administered and included in the 
studentõs þnal grade. Theory/Lab. Prerequisites: All 
required PHO courses, VIS 2533 or department head 
permission.

PHO 2703
Advertising Photography
This course covers advanced studio and location pho-
tography including catalogue and advertising. Students 
will explore product lighting and work closely with 
clients and Art Directors. A combination of traditional 
þlm-based and digital capture assignments provides 
in-depth experience. Theory/Lab. Prerequisites:   
PHO 2413 or department head permission.

PHO 2723
Documentary Photography
This course includes advanced applications of News 
Photography. The student will also explore current 
social and cultural issues. Emphasis is on informative 
images that effectively communicate issues to viewer. 
A combination of traditional þlm-based and digital 
capture assignments provides in-depth experience. 
Theory/Lab. Prerequisites: PHO 1353, PHO 2313 or 
department head permission. 

PHO 2713
Advanced Portrait Photography
This course explores applied studio and location por-
traiture directed toward challenging students to create 
expressive and innovative portraits while developing 
personal style for lighting, posing and personality 
interpretation. A combination of traditional þlm-based 
and digital capture assignments provides in-depth 
experience. Theory/Lab.  Prerequisite: PHO 2423 or 
department head permission.

PHO 2806
Photography Internship
This course involves on-the-job-training in industry. 
It emphasizes supervised employment and observa-
tion.  Lab. Prerequisite: PHO 2413 or department head 
permission. Must have a minimum GPA of 2.0.

PHO 2483
Color and Digital Concepts
An advanced color theory course exploring issues 
in digital color, digital photography, and image þle 
formats. Various software packages are used to prepare 
color projects. Students develop an understanding of 
value and color as it applies to color models and will 
demonstrate knowledge of both printed and digital 
output. Emphasizes problem solving, development 
of visual color acuity, optimizing for low-bandwidth 
graphics, understanding color harmony, calibration 
and imaging techniques, and the psychological, soci-
etal, and environmental impact of color. Theory/Lab. 
Prerequisite: PHO 2313.
